Background
The Australian Government is improving the NDIS to make it fairer, more transparent, sustainable and person-centred. These changes follow feedback from the disability community and the NDIS Review. 
In 2024, the Australian Parliament made changes to the NDIS Act. The Act sets the direction for how improvements to the NDIS will be made, including a new way of planning. 
New framework planning will focus on a person’s individual needs, not functional impairments, and help set fairer and more consistent budgets.
It is expected to start from mid‑2026 and roll out gradually. It will be a phased introduction so many participants will not experience any change for some time.
The disability sector was consulted on rules for new framework planning in 2025. We are now inviting NDIS participants and the disability community to have their say.
